“These themed tastings are designed specifically with the serious wine lover in mind, giving them access to wines that are not ordinarily available on a winery visit.  The experience is truly in keeping with the Cuvée tradition of showcasing the best wines Ontario has to offer,” says Debi Pratt of the Cuvée committee and spokesperson for Inniskillin Wines.  Weekend winery visitors are also treated to the first opportunity to purchase Cuvée award winning wines after they are announced at Friday evening’s Gala.  The wineries have these wines available for sale on Saturday and Sunday, when they often sell out to eager wine buyers.
